Proposed FY 2015/16 Budget Introduced

On Tuesday evening this week | was pleased to be able to introduce my first budget as the Hercules
City Manager to the City Council and community at the City Council meeting. The proposed
budget continues the City on the path of fiscal stability and financial transparency with investments
made in key areas to maintain police and other high priority services. The new fiscal year will start
on July 1, 2015, and the City Council will be conducting a public hearing on the proposed $13.4
million General Fund Budget on Tuesday, June 9" at 7 PM. The total proposed FY 2015/16 budget
for all funds is just over $60 million including capital projects like the Hercules Intermodal
Transportation Center and the expansion of the Waste Water Treatment Plant. The proposed

Survey Results

A recently commissioned independent survey shows that residents in the City of Hercules think
the City is moving in the right direction and want to continue this positive momentum. With the
community’s support, the City has eliminated a $9 million deficit, while improving fiscal stability
and government transparency. The survey, conducted March 21 through April 12, 2015, shows
that 63% of respondents say the City is moving in the right direction — more than twice as many
who thought so in 2012.

Special Events Opportunities

The City of Hercules is considering entering into an agreement with a private firm to conduct a
limited number of special events in the City. The first event proposed is a food and entertainment
event. Possible sites for the event include Refugio Valley Park and the waterfront area (most
likely Bayfront Boulevard). The City staff is planning to recommend that the first event be held
at Refugio Valley Park, if the concept is approved by the City Council.

The Community and Library Services Commission will be considering this issue at its meeting
on Monday, June 8 at 7:00 p.m. The meeting is held in the City Council Chambers at City Hall.
We would like to invite our community and those residents who live in the vicinity of the
possible event sites to attend the Commission meeting to provide your input on this issue. The
Commission is expected to make a formal recommendation to the City Council on this issue at
its June 8" meeting. The City Council will consider the issue following the Commission’s
recommendation.

Hercules Intermodal Transportation Center

The next phase of the Hercules Intermodal transportation Center is set to go out to bid on June
2" The next phase is called the Path to Transit and it will extend John Muir Parkway with a
bridge across Refugio Creek to connect to Bayfront Boulevard. This phase will also involve
restoration work in Refugio Creek. It is called the Path to Transit as it will allow access the site
of the future railroad station and the initiation of interim bus transit service to the area upon
completion. Construction is expected to commence in August on this grant and county
transportation measure funded phase.

Public Safety Committee Meeting

The City Council’s Public Safety & Traffic Committee will be holding a meeting on Tuesday, June
2, 2015, at 6:30 PM in the City Council Chambers at City Hall. The meeting is being held to get
public input on fire services as the Rodeo Hercules fire District is possibly considering some
alternative service delivery modals in the future.

Public Works Department Activities

Maintenance & Operations — Staff completed their regularly scheduled janitorial and facility-
related tasks in public parks and buildings. They coordinated with the West Contra Costa County
Integrated Waste Management Authority on solid waste issues, Ducks Unlimited on the Chelsea
Wetlands Restoration Project, and continue to evaluate water reduction strategies. Staff repaired
streetlights and signs throughout town and is working with contractors on weed abatement for the
Summer season. Bids were opened for next year’s lighting and landscaping contracts and the low
bid is approximately $47 less than the current contract.

Engineering — Construction on the $6M Bay Trail phase of the Intermodal Transit Center (ITC)
continues and is approximately 70% complete. Staff is working with the environmental regulatory
agencies to secure the permits for Path to Transit, which is the next phase of the ITC project and
scheduled to go out to bid next week. Design on the Willow Avenue and Refugio Valley Road
rehabilitation projects is moving forward on schedule. The second plan check review for the
grading plan for the Muir Pointe residential development has been completed and rough grading
is expected to begin in several weeks. The 100% Plans for the $48M Pinole-Hercules Waste Water
Treatment Plant are being completed by HDR and will be reviewed by Engineering staff in June.
