Battery: On April 19, 2016 at 7:31 PM an officer was dispatched to a 
disturbance in the 100 block of Coventry.

This evening one of the juveniles came to Coventry, with her 
mother and some other friends. During the confrontation the mother struck 
the 17 year old juvenile (resident of the Coventry address) knocking the 
juvenile to the ground. The other mother desires prosecution on the battery 
of her daughter. The had no visible injuries.  
 
Unattended Death: On April 20, 2016 at 1:32 AM Hercules units were 
dispatched to the 2100 block of Clark St. for a 57 year old female, who was 
unresponsive. The reporting party had started CPR. RHFD arrived on 
scene and took over CPR. The female was pronounced deceased at 2:08 
AM. The female had prior medical issues. The coroner was contacted and 
released the body to the family. There were no signs of foul play.  
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
