Unauthorized use of an Access Card:  On August 29, 2016 at 8:36 a.m. 
an officer responded to the Police Department lobby to take a report for an 
unauthorized use of an access card.  The victim, a resident of Hercules, 
stated she was contacted by her bank regarding fraudulent activity on her 
account. The victim did further checking and discovered that an unknown 
suspect stole a new Debit card that was mailed to her house.  
 
Auto Burglary:  On August 29, 2016 at 11:29 a.m. a citizen reported that 
his vehicle was broken in to on Saturday night in the 1500 block of 
Sycamore Ave. The victim, a resident of Concord, went in to a store. When 
he returned to his vehicle he discovered an unknown suspect had 
shattered the vehicle window and took miscellaneous items from the 
vehicle.  
 
Warrant Arrest/Possession of a Controlled Substance:  On August 29, 
2016 at 4:28 p.m. an officer conducted a traffic stop on a motorhome for 
expired registration on W/B I-80 on-ramp from John Muir Parkway. The 
passenger was identified as 33 year old Joseph Barnett of San Francisco.  
Barnett was found to have two outstanding Misdemeanor No Cite Warrants 
out of Solano County.  A consent search of the motorhome was done, but 
no illegal contraband was found. The driver of the motorhome was cited for 
several vehicle code violations and released. The officer transported 
Barnett to the Main Detention Facility in Martinez. When Barnett was 
searched a controlled substance was found hidden in his clothing.  
 
Auto Burglary: On August 30, 2016 at 6:23 an officer responded to the 
3700 San Pablo Ave for an auto burglary. An unknown suspect smashed 
the right front window of the victim’s vehicle and took miscellaneous 
property. Possible suspect vehicles include a red Camaro with a black 
stripe and a black Dodge Charger.  
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
