SUMMARY 

 

On August 10, 2015, at approximately 10:28 pm, an armed robbery occurred at the My Goods 

Market in the 800 block of Willow Ave in the City of Hercules, CA.  

 

The suspect was described as an African American adult male, possibly in his 30's, 

approximately 5'6 to 5'8 tall, approximately 150-175 lbs, and was wearing a tan pullover hooded 

sweatshirt, gray beanie, blue jeans, yellow and black gloves, and yellow/black/white athletic 

shoes. The suspect had the hood from his sweatshirt over his head during the commission of the 

crime.  

 

The suspect pointed a black semi-automatic firearm at the cashier as he leaned over the counter 

and demanded, "Get the money out of the register." After taking nearly an undisclosed amount of 

cash, the suspect exited the food mart and fled on foot onto Willow Avenue towards Rodeo. 

There is no further information at this time and the investigation is still active.
