OFFICE OF THE CITY MANAGER

Contra Costa County Agreement — At the February 11" City Council meeting, the Council
approved an agreement with Contra Costa County to provide building inspection and planning
services. The agreement provides the City and permit applicants with access to the expertise of
County staff that includes 30 licensed and certified building and grading inspectors, 12 plan checkers,
and 8 structural engineers. Permit applicants are able to discuss building projects with City staff at
City Hall, Monday-Thursday, or with County Conservation and Development Department staff, 30
Muir Road, Martinez, Monday-Thursday, 7:30 a.m.-5:00 p.m. or Friday, 7:30 a.m-4:00 p.m.
Requests for inspections can be made during business hours, in person, by calling the County
Inspection Scheduling hotline at (925) 646-4108 or through the County’s on-line permit center,
www.contra-costa.ca.us. The County will provide building inspections the next day following a
request from the permit applicant. Inspections are performed Monday-Friday from 9:00 a.m. -
5:00 p.m.

Criminal Investigation Reguest — Also at the February 11" Council meeting, discussion was held
regarding the submittal of a formal request to the District Attorney to conduct an investigation of
potential criminal wrongdoing on the part of former City Manager Nelson Oliva. The City
Council directed staff to prepare the correspondence and to provide the community an opportunity
to sign the document prior to submitting to the DA. As of this writing, a draft of the
correspondence has been prepared and it is anticipated that the final document will be available for
Hercules residents to sign after 1:00 p.m. on Tuesday, February 18, 2014. If you are interested in
supporting the City’s request, you will be able to access the document through the City website,
www.ci.hercules.ca.us, to provide an electronic signature or you can stop by the reception desk at
City Hall, 111 Civic Drive, and sign a hardcopy.

Town Centrale — On February 11, 2014, escrow closed on the purchase of the property previously
known as the Sycamore North Project, by UC-BNB Partners, LLC. UC-BNB Partners, LLC has
received City Council approval of the final map for the construction of 147 multi-family
residential units and 12,777 square feet of commercial space. At the January 28" City Council
meeting, UC/BNB Partners LLC representatives stated that they are estimating that it will take 3
months to update the development plans, three months to solicit bids, obtain permits and to
mobilize prior to construction beginning. Once construction commences, it is estimated to take
twelve months for completion.

Planning Commission Design Review Committee Critiques Safeway Stores Proposal. — On
Friday, February 7", the Planning Commission Design Review Committee reviewed the Site Plan
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and Building Elevations for the Safeway Grocery Store proposed for the Sycamore Crossing site,
located between San Pablo and Sycamore Avenues and Tsushima Way. This 12-acre site is
proposed to be developed with a 55,000 square foot Safeway anchor supermarket, and 78,300
square feet of additional retail, including a fitness club, a bank, pet supply store, coffee shop, and
fast food without a drive-thru, specialty retail, and an 18 pump Safeway fuel center.

The Design Review Committee offered a significant number of comments and recommendations

which included:

e additional enhanced landscaping;

e concerns regarding potential graffiti issues;

e maintenance problems with trash and litter;

e acknowledged the efforts of Safeway’s architect and development team on retaining the
existing creek, proposed landscaping, and the number of parking spaces throughout the
shopping center;

e emphasizing the need to design the project to accommodate pedestrian traffic;

e due to the prevailing winds in Hercules, install appropriate trees;

e possibility of clustering the proposed trees rather than planting trees every 8 parking spaces
was discussed;

e Electric charging stations at the Safeway building pad parking lot were investigated.

The Design Review Committee will meet again in the next few weeks to review an updated
proposal that will include the Committee’s comments and recommendation as well as feedback
obtained from the community meetings scheduled for February 13" and February 15th.

POLICE DEPARTMENT

Follow-up and Arrest on Hit and Run Collision: On February 3, 2014, a Hercules Police Officer
arrested a 62 year old Hercules resident for the felony hit and run of a pedestrian, which occurred on
January 17, 2014, in the area of the BART Transit Lot, the 1300 block of Willow Avenue.

During the investigation, an officer contacted the Shell Gas Station at the corner of San Pablo Ave,
and Sycamore Ave. The officer viewed video of the area around the pumps for the time frame
around the hit and run incident. The officer observed a dark colored SUV, which matched the
description of the suspect vehicle, parked at one of the gas pumps. The driver of the vehicle
matched the description of the driver seen leaving the collision. The vehicle license number was
not visible in the video. Hercules Officers were requested to watch for any similar vehicle in the
residential areas around the hit and run location.

On February 3, 2014 an off duty Hercules Police Officer saw a late model black GMC Terrain
driving in area of Redwood Rd and Cedar Ct. The driver of the vehicle matched the description
given of the hit and run driver. The off duty officer obtained a license plate number, and requested
a uniformed officer check the vehicle. The vehicle license number came back registered to a 2010
GMC SUV.

At approximately 2:00 PM a uniformed patrol officer was directed to the 100 block of Hemlock
Ct. He observed a black GMC Terrain, parked in the driveway of a residence. An adult male was
walking toward the residence where the vehicle was parked. The responding officer was the
officer who originally took the hit and run report, viewed the Shell video, and had been doing
additional investigation on this case. He recognized the vehicle and the male subject as the vehicle
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and person he saw in the Shell video. The officer examined the suspect vehicle and did not locate
any visible damage at the time of the arrest.

Police Explorers: The Explorers hard work and training paid off at the annual National Tactical
Comepetition in Chandler Arizona which took place January 17, 18 and 19, 2014. The Explorers
brought home 5 trophies in a variety of events and will be honored at the February 25, 2014 City
Council meeting.

2014 Police Officer of the Year: On February 12, 2014, Detective Collard, along with other
officers from West Contra Costa County Police agencies, was honored at the Richmond Elks Lodge.
Mayor de Vera presented Detective Collard with a plaque thanking him for his service to the City of
Hercules. This is Detective Collard’s second time being chosen as the Police Officer of the Year.
Detective Collard was chosen by his peers who noted that he is very proactive and has made the
most self-initiated arrests in the department. He is an excellent investigator not afraid to take on new
tasks and challenges. Congratulations on being selected as the 2014 Hercules Police Officer of the
Year.
