Council Meeting Broadcasts Return to Cable Channel 28

City Council meetings will be televised again starting Tuesday, February 26th on Cable Channel
28. The City has contracted with Contra Costa County to provide the cable broadcast services. A
live-stream of the meetings will also continue to be available on through the City’s website.

Employee Contributions to Pensions Increase

On Tuesday, February 12th, the City Council took the final step in implementing an increase in
employee contributions to their pensions. Employee groups agreed to pay 3% of the Employer
costs as part of new labor agreements approved last year. Implementation of this employee cost

sharing required that the City’s contract with the California Public Employees Retirement System
(CalPERS) be amended.

PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT

Maintenance & Operations

Staff completed their regularly scheduled custodial and facility-related tasks in public parks and
buildings. At this time the Street Sign Replacement Project is approximately 1/2 completed, with
the remaining signs on order. The replacement generator at the Community Center is being
commissioned, the last remaining item is to install some electrical hardware which is on order. A
contract to paint red curb throughout town was bid out and is in the process of being awarded. The
design for the Corporation Yard sewer lateral installation was completed and will be put out to bid
shortly. Contracts to repair 23 sidewalk locations were executed and the work is now
underway. Numerous street lights around town were repaired. Maintenance staff worked
extended hours during the storm last week to keep catch basins from flooding, remove fallen trees
and debris, and place warning signs in a few icy and flooded areas. All in all, the City weathered
the storm very well.

Engineering

The $52M Pinole-Hercules Wastewater Treatment Plant Upgrade Project is nearing completion,
with an anticipated substantial completion date of July 2019. While overall the project is
proceeding smoothly, power and gas services provided by PG&E were delayed. The cost impact
of this delay is being assessed. The design plans are under review for the public improvements for
the future Safeway, located at the southeast corner of San Pablo and Sycamore Avenue, as well as
the Bayfront Project for Blocks Q&R, and the Willow Center. Work on the Refugio Valley
Pedestrian Trail Resurfacing Project is nearing completion. Work on the new bathroom and sport
court at Duck Pond Park is also nearing completion. Design is underway for the mile long segment
of sewer trunk main leading into the Pinole-Hercules Water Pollution Control Plan, computer flow

modeling has begun for the City’s backbone sewer system, as is the financial study for the sewer
fund.

Possession of Drug Paraphernalia On February 7" 2019 at approximately 12:52AM a HPD
Officer conducted a traffic stop of a silver 2006 Buick Lucerne. The 31 year old male driver, of
Pittsburg, was determined to be on searchable probation. The passenger was a 34 year old female,
of Antioch. During a compliance check of the vehicle, a pipe, commonly used to smoke narcotics,
was located under the center arm rest. The female admitted it belonged to her and was subsequently

Officers contacted the child, with the reporting party, inside a residence
in the 400 block of N. Wildwood. The child was not injured and appeared to be in good health
and nourished. The reporting party told Officers he found the child wandering around to the rear
of his backyard area (Village Parkway) with only a shirt on. The reporting party brought the child
inside and put some pants/socks on him. Officers reunited the mother with her son. Officers did a
welfare check at the home and found it to be a suitable living environment. Officers recommended
the mother take measures to put a child safety lock on the front door. Officers determined the
child walked approximately 0.1 of a mile and was endangered due to the proximity of the roadway,
vehicles, and pedestrians. The case will be forwarded to the Child and Family Services
Department for a routine follow-up check.
