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Proposed FY 2016/17 Budget to be Considered

The City Council will conduct the first of two public hearings on the proposed FY 2016/17 City
Budget on Tuesday next week. The City continues to see strengthening in our revenues and good
cost controls, and thanks to our voters, a continuation of our two local tax measures. Together
these factors allowed me to recommend a General Fund budget with an operating surplus and the
allocation of some one-time monies to high priority needs. The proposed base General Fund
Budget together with the City manager recommended Decision Packages is just over $14
million. A link to the proposed budget will be available on the City’s website prior to the City
Council meeting.

Community Festival Returns to Refugio Park

A food oriented community festival called a Social Bite will take place in Refugio Valley Park on
Sunday, July 24" from 11 AM to 5 PM featuring food trucks, food booths and
entertainment. Being produced by RGR Entertainment in conjunction with the City of Hercules,
this event will reintroduce a form of the popular community festivals for which Hercules is well
known.

Freeway Shootings

The City of Hercules has taken a lead role in encouraging the State of California to take action to
install cameras and other steps to deter the recent spate of Freeway shootings on Highway 80 in
West County and Highway 4 in East County. The City’s Police Department is participating in a
regional task force focused on investigating these shootings with the CHP being the lead
agency. A group of Contra Costa County Mayors, including Mayor Romero, met with State
Officials in Sacramento this week to discuss possible steps and to continue to call for action by the
State who is responsible for the safety of the state highway system.

County Transportation Enhancement Plan

The Hercules City Council will be considering approval of the proposed County Transportation
Enhancement Plan (TEP) at their meeting next week. The proposed TEP serves as the basis for a
proposed extension the County’s local transportation tax measure which is administered by the
Contra Costa Transportation Authority. The exiting Measure, known as Measure J, has been a
significant funder of transportation improvements throughout the County, including many here in
the Hercules, most notably the first two phases of the Hercules Regional Intermodal Transportation
Center. The local return to source portion is also provides much of the monies we use to maintain
our local streets. The extension measure, which if all goes well, will be on the ballot for November,
and if approved by the voters will continue to provide this important funding source for local and
regional transportation projects. The new TEP proposed a higher local return to source and
includes designations for projects like the Hercules RITC.

Refugio Valley Road Reconstruction

Construction on the $1.1M Refugio Valley Road Rehabilitation will begin next week and be
completed before the start of school in Fall. The first part of the work will be ADA ramps and curb
cut modifications with the work in the street to start after the 4™ of July.

Maintenance & Operations — Staff completed their regularly scheduled custodial and facility-
related tasks in public parks and buildings. They coordinated with the West Contra Costa County
Integrated Waste Management Authority on solid waste issues, removed trip hazards at various
locations throughout town, installed banners for the 4" of July celebration, and oversaw the
removal of dead trees in Refugio Valley Park. Staff is also soliciting bids for the Refugio Valley
tennis court backboard repair, sidewalk replacements a various locations, and lighting repairs in
Victoria by the Bay. The also placed orders for 3,000 reusable, recycled bags of which 1,500 will




be delivered in time for the 4™ of July celebration in Refugio Valley Park.

Engineering —Construction on the $11.7M Path To Transit phase of the Regional Intermodal
Transit Center is well underway. The contractor is constructing Bayfront Bridge which will span
over Refugio Creek and the new sewer line along Sanderling Drive. The Bay Trail West segment
is under design and slated for construction Summer 2017. The developer for the Muir Pointe
residential development is now installing the underground utilities. The $46M Pinole-Hercules
Wastewater Treatment Plant Upgrade Project officially began construction on May 11. The
contractor is locating underground utilities, clearing and grubbing, and installing storm water
measures. Construction is underway on the public improvements for Aventine.

Knoell was arrested for the warrants and the narcotics and transported to
Martinez Detention Facility. The female was released with her vehicle.
