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Response to Comment #14, City of Hercules Public Works 
 
14-1. The proposed project would not result in the elimination of either the Carone parcel 

or the WC Drilling parcel. The Ramp Relocation Project may result in the 
realignment of Willow Avenue, which in return could affect the configuration and/or 
size of the Carone and WC Drilling parcels, but would not eliminate them from 
eventually being developed.  

 
14-2. The alignment and configuration of Willow Avenue is not a component of the 

proposed project and, therefore, is not included in the Draft EIR’s project description.  
 
14-3. Refer to Response 14-1.  
 
14-4. At the time the Draft EIR was being prepared, construction of the BART Park and 

Ride lot had not yet begun. As such, current construction activities at the C-1 parcel 
are not part of the HNTC planning area’s “existing setting” and, therefore, is not 
described in the Draft EIR’s project description. Figure 4.5-1 (Biological 
Communities) shows a wetland on the C-1 parcel. The wetland is located just east of 
the drainage ditch (depicted in blue), near the parcels southern border.    

 
14-5. Section 3.4.1 (Site Characteristics) of the Draft EIR is meant to provide a brief 

description of the parcels that are included in the HNTC planning area. The Loop 
parcel contains a freshwater wetland. Further details regarding the size and location 
of the wetlands and steams located in the HNTC planning area can be found in 
Section 4.5 (Biological Resources) of the Draft EIR.  

 
14-6. The Market Town project proposes three access points, two of which would be located 

on San Pablo Avenue. The Draft EIR is based on the IPDP and FDPD as currently 
proposed.  

 
14-7. At the time the Draft EIR was being prepared, construction of the BART Park and 

Ride lot had not yet begun. As such, the current construction activities at the C-1 
parcel are not part of the HNTC planning area’s “existing setting” and, therefore, is 
not described in the Draft EIR’s project description.  

 
14-8. Refer to page 4.12-13 in Chapter 11 for the applicable revision.   
 
14-9. Reference to the Carone and WC Drilling parcels cannot be eliminated as the 

development potential associated with them was assumed in the traffic forecasts. 
 
14-10. Refer to Response 14-9. 
 
14-11. Refer to Figure 4.14-7b in Chapter 11 for the applicable revision.  The inset diagram 

in Figure 4.14-7b illustrating Mitigation Measure TR3 is mislabeled.  The intersection 
number should be “4” not “6” and the label on the SR 4 Ramp should be “EB” not 
“WB.”
